For al holydays of obligation between January and November,
our bishops have dispensed us from the obligation when these days
fall on a Monday or a Saturday. This gives priests a break from a
large schedule of Masses and gives the lay people a break from
having to celebrate two major events in two days. The bishops do
not dispense us from the two holydays that come in December
because we observe the Immaculate Conception as a national feast
day and Christmas as the greatest feast after Easter.
